Visit to the GVC Learning Centre - Goa 

Nigel Robertson and I travelled to Goa in April to review 
the operations of the Centre and to recruit a new 
teacher.   

Savia D’Souza has been appointed to the position of 
Teacher at the GVC Learning Centre and commenced 
this role on 1st June 2010.  Savia has a great passion 
for teaching children.  She has had four years of 
teaching experience in a Primary School in Goa.  The 
Centre currently has a roll of 16 children and another 4 
children study in mainstream primary and secondary 
schools through sponsorship of the GVC. 

Due to the increase in numbers and the range in the 
ages of the children, Rosalyn Pereira has been 
appointed as an additional teacher’s aide and 
commenced on 1.6.2010 

For the scholastic year 2009/2010, the major milestone 
for the GVC in its first year of operations has been the 
success of two of its students, Kirti and Farzana.  Both 
girls were admitted to the GVC with no literacy skills 
and no prospects of education as their parents are 
unable to afford school fees.  In March 2010, the girls 
completed their study at the GVC Centre and took an 
exam for admission to St. Ann’s High School in Tivim. 
They did us proud and passed with flying colours.  
Both girls started at St. Ann’s on 7th June 2010 under 
the sponsorship of the GVC.
